After the Trial

     All proper paperwork must be submitted to the Canadian Disc Dog Association within 14 days of the trial. There is a late fee of $2 per day for results submitted after 14 days have passed. The three part registration/score sheets are to be separated with the original going to the CDDA, pink copy to the competitor and yellow copy is to be kept by the host club for a minimum of 2 years.  Freestyle worksheets are to be submitted as well. Make sure that all score sheets are filled out completely (especially CDDA numbers) and accurately before submission.  Any score sheets that do not have a CDDA will not be accepted. Please be sure that competitors fill out their score sheets completely. Make sure that the tally sheets are filled out completely and double check for accuracy before submitting your trial package.
